If your vehicle was not equipped with an O.E. sway
bar, installation may not be possible.

Remove the O.E. bar and retain the hardware needed for reinstalling
thenew bar. Do not allow the suspension to hang asthiswill cause a
binding affect and will be very difficult or impossible to removethe
O.E. bar or toinstall the new bar.

Install the new bar using O.E. hardwar e and/or any hardwar e that
was supplied with theKit.

On applications with end-links, tighten the assemblies until the end-
link bushings are dightly deformed. Do not over tighten!!

After installation iscomplete, check suspension travel and suspension
partsfor any interference with bar. On front bars also turn wheels
from lock to lock to check tire clearance.
