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Thisbar was designed asan O.E. replacement bar. It comeswith some of
the hardwarerequired to install it depending on the application. If
hardwareisnot included with the kit, the har dware from the O.E. bar must
beretained and re-used. If the hardwareisnot in good condition, they
should be replaced with new partsfrom your O.E. partsdealer. If your car
isnot equipped with an O.E. bar, theinstallation of thisbar may not be
possible.

Removethe O.E. bar and retain the attaching hardware. I f the suspension
isallowed to hang, the bar will be more difficult to remove because of
binding in the suspension.

Thisbar may differ dightly from the O.E. bar, but it was designed to fit in
the same position using the O.E. and the supplied hardware.

Tighten the end-links until the end-link bushings
just bulge dlightly. DO NOT over tighten.

After theingtallation iscomplete, bounce the car to check the clearance of
all partsthroughout the suspension travel distance.

Road test your car to familiarize your self with its new handling. Aswe
cannot superviseyour installation or your driving, we cannot be held
responsible for more than the cost of thekit. For best balance and control,
thisbar should be used in conjunction with our rear kit.
